l. The Tribunal ordered the following variations to the Improvement Notice served
on Mr. R. De Baer (“the Leaseholder”):

(a) To add to the Schedule of Remedial Action in respect of Hazard 01 Damp and Mould
Growth a requirement to examine the lounge, kitchen and hall dormer cheeks for the
presence of an insulation material such as mineral quilt. Where the insulation is not
present within the dormer frame work or it is damp and/or compressed, top up/replace to
an appropriate level using a similar product. Alternatively, apply a flexible surface
applied insulation to the internal face of the dormer cheeks.
